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*We know almost all of you will be fabulous and respectful renters. Most of what is in here is just common sense, although some of it is unique to the island and our house rental. Please do read each page and print out 2 copies. One copy for yourself to read and bring with you on your trip for reference and one copy to be signed and mailed back to us with your rental deposit plus a $300 refundable security deposit…THANK YOU!

· Please respect our house and our belongings like they were your own. We are just normal people, who scraped and scratched to build our vacation dream home.  We rent it out to help pay for the cost of the house and land, which otherwise we could not afford. We only get to enjoy it 2 weeks a year and wish that all who rent it respect and enjoy it as we do. Please be aware of the little things you would not normally be aware of, at say a hotel. Please wipe the sand off your feet before entering the house, don’t sit on beds or furniture when wet, clean up spills, don’t take the bathroom towels, sheets, blankets kitchen items or comforters to the beach, etc…THANK YOU!

· Please conserve electricity. Electricity is very expensive on the island. An average monthly electric bill is around $500 barely running the Air Conditioning. If the AC is run a lot, the monthly rates are over $1000. If you do run the AC, please make sure all windows and doors are closed. The remotes are preset to a nice cool temperature and are confusing to use. ***Please just hit the red on/off button and that is it. Do not change the settings or buttons please*** We set up room by room zones to make that easy. There are wonderful ocean breezes, combine those with our ceiling fans, tons of windows and sliders and our reflective white Bermuda roof and you will rarely need to run the Air Conditioning anyway. Turn off fans, lights, TV, stereo, etc. when not in use or when leaving the house. Check for exterior house lights being left on…THANK YOU!
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· Please conserve water. If you feel you must use the washer and dryer please do only one big load during your stay. Please fill the dishwasher full when using. We want you to enjoy your showers or bath, but please be sure to not leave them running if not in use. Though many drink the water piped in, we recommend that our guest do as we do-buy bottled water from one of the local grocery stores ***Buy one gallon jugs of water to drink*** …THANK YOU!

· Please understand that if you rent a vehicle, you are 100% responsible for everything to do with that vehicle. We accept no responsibility for your vehicle rental in any capacity. If there is any damage to the vehicle or an accident, that is between you and the rental person and your own insurance company. Drinking and driving is illegal, so is speeding and seatbelts are required. There are very few stop signs and not even one traffic light. ***Driving is on the Left*** …THANK YOU!

· Please understand that we are not responsible for any injuries or accidents. Be careful and use common sense. Some basic stuff to know is: this is a tropical island with very intense sun, so use sunscreen, wet deck and house tiles can be very slippery, the ocean is usually very calm in front of the house, but on occasion it can have some waves and wind, be sure if you enter the water you are a good swimmer. ***There is never any lifeguard on duty*** When snorkeling you may see a shark or stingray, leave them alone and they will leave you alone. There are scorpions on the island, a painful bite, but not dangerous. There are no poisonous snakes on the island. Lastly, the occasional intense lightning storm can pop up quite unexpectedly. Do not swim or shower during lightning storms…THANK YOU!

· When sliding the windows open they sometimes stick. Please be very careful to not yank them hard if they stick. Go easy and open them gently. First raise the blinds fully. I, myself, have already impatiently yanked open a stuck window and caught it on the string of the hanging blind and broke the blind…THANK YOU!
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· The fans have 3 speeds. The fan speeds must be adjusted by using the pull cords on each fan. There are no speed   adjustments on the wall switches. The fans are turned off and on from the wall switches. The fans also are on 2-way wall switches so if you can’t get a fan to go on, try another wall switch…THANK YOU!

· Regarding the carpet in the Guest Bedroom - Bahamian Villa. Please note the corner edge of the carpet catches on the door. Please just flip the carpet up to open the door and don’t jam the door over the carpet…THANK YOU!
· Do not put any acrylic dishware or glasses in the   dishwasher. Please hand wash in the sink. Also do not use the scratchy abrasive side of the sponge on the acrylics dishware when washing by hand…THANK YOU!
· In case of fire we have a fire extinguisher under the kitchen sink and a smoke detector over the stove. If the smoke detector needs a new battery or is beeping please let Merci, our caretaker, know…THANK YOU!

· Please remember to turn off the gas stove and make sure that the refrigerator door is tightly shut. There is a bottom broiler under the oven that has been left on by accident in the past by some renters. Please leave the fridge and freezer settings on medium...THANK YOU!
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· Please collect your trash inside, tightly tie the garbage bag and put it in the black garbage can provided outside and tightly close the lid. Our cleaning lady will take the garbage to the dump for you…THANK YOU!

· There is no phone at the house. We are still waiting for the telephone company to bring phone and internet service down our road. In the meantime calling cards can be purchased everywhere on the island, just ask. Arthur Nixon, the car rental guy can also hook you up with a cell phone rental. Your cell might work too, but is costly…THANKYOU!

· Be careful on windy days of the doors flying open.  The back door –Bahamian Villa - can fly open when windy. If it rains or if there is salt mist, please close the doors and windows. The salt corrodes everything. Avoid using the TV or other electronics when lightening to avoid a surge…THANK YOU!PAGE 6
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· Please be careful with the grille. Please wipe down the grille before and after each use to keep it clean for the next guest. ***Please make sure the fire and charcoal is completely out when you are finished***…THANK YOU!

· Please be sure to turn off the outside sconces during the daytime. Many renters forget to do this and leave them on 24/7 for their entire stay…THANK YOU!

· Be careful backing it and out of the driveway. There are rock walls all around that are tough to see when backing up. Please take extra caution as to not damage the walls or especially your rental car. You can back out and turn around in the neighbor’s driveway a few feet down the road. If you hit the rock wall please restack the rocks…THANK YOU!

· Regarding pets. At this time we do not allow pets. Though we are pet owners ourselves, we have decided to make the rental unit pet free.
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· No smoking in the house. Please respect this. If you must smoke, please do so outside. Do not throw cigarette butts in the yard or at the beach. ***Fires are a real problem and there is no fire department!!!*** THANKYOU!

· There are no refunds for weather or other natural causes. If flights are cancelled due to hurricanes we will gladly reschedule your week at the house. It usually is very sunny and beautiful, but on occasion can be rainy. There can be insects after it rains…THANK YOU! 

· We do not rent directly to people under age 25. Of course, families with kids are very welcome…THANK YOU!

· Please lock up the house when you leave. Violent crime is non-existent in Eleuthera, but use common sense. In regard to theft, leave our house locked up when you leave, even if you are just down at the beach. Also don’t leave things like the kayak sitting out on the beach or near the road. Please put it back by the outdoor shower…THANK YOU!

· Bahamian Villa sleeps a maximum of six people. Romantic Bungalow sleeps a maximum of four. The houses are not built for more than that and the rates reflect these maximums. We know most people will respect this, however, if it is abused, you will forfeit your rental and security deposit and be asked to leave the premises immediately…THANK YOU!

· Please leave the house in good condition. You will arrive to a clean home and it will be cleaned after you leave. However, please make sure you clean all your own dishes and put them away where you found them, put your trash in the garbage can outside and do a quick clean up in general…Merci is paid by us to clean the houses (after each guest leaves but not during a guest stay). If Merci is called by you for any cleaning while you are there or for some other matter please feel free to tip her if you feel she did a good job…THANK YOU! 
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· Check in time is 4:00pm, no earlier please. Check out time is 10:30am, no later please.  The house will be left locked and the house keys will be hidden outside the house when checking in and need to be left on the kitchen counter when checking out. Please lock up all sliders, windows and doors and turn off lights when you leave…THANK YOU!

· Please use the beach trail to the beach. Please do not let children run up and down the sand dunes or damage the foliage at the beach. The foliage holds the fragile sand dunes in place during hurricanes…THANK YOU!

· If you don’t have hot water or the power goes out check the breaker panel. The breaker panel is located in the hall closet near the living room. Don’t flip all the breakers on and off, just see if one is facing the opposite way and flip it back on. If you still don’t have hot water the hot water heater is in the laundry room. On top of the hot water heater you will find a screw driver on a string (do not remove the screw driver from the string). You will see a small rectangular shaped panel cover on the hot water heater. Using the screw driver unscrew the cover, then remove the felt and you will see a ***small red reset button*** push that once, then put the felt back on and re-screw the small rectangular shaped panel cover back on. Wait 30 minutes and the hot water will come back on. There is a flashlight in a drawer in the kitchen island cabinet…THANK YOU!

Point. Watch for a gas station on your left and a store called 

KleanKo on your right as you enter Palmetto Point. You will 

travel a little further down a sloping hill to Church Street.

Turn left on Church Street. Note: there is no stop sign or 

traffic light so watch closely. Take Church Street for 3/4  

mile until the road comes to a “T” at a giant tree. Turn right 

at the giant tree and travel for 2.5 miles to the house on the 

left-Bungalow or right-Villa side of the road. The road is paved initially then turns to sand. Drive slowly and carefully as it is one lane and can be bumpy in sections.
